For those 9th and 10th graders who participate
in the AMVETS National Americanism ESSAY Contest and are a 1st place winner from AMVETS Department of
Washington, they will win an all expense paid trip to "Freedoms Foundation" in Valley Forge, Pennsylvania;
for the Spirit of America Youth leadership seminar, which takes place every year on the first Thursday in
November through the following Sunday (4 days).

You may also enlist members of any youth organizations, such as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Boys and Girls
Clubs, and others to participate.

e Entries must be 9” x 12” inches using construction paper or poster board.

e All entries must be free-hand drawings, using any art medium. A straight edge may be used as an aid in drawing a
straight line.

e Gluing pictures or other materials to the surface of the drawing is not permitted.

o The student’s description of the poster must be written on the back of the poster in 50 words or less. Stories that
are firmly attached to the back of the poster will also be accepted, along with your name, state, and grade.

All students in the 6th, 7th, 8th, 9th*, 10th*, 11th, and 12th grades who attend public, private, parochial schools, or
homeschooled are eligible to enter. You may also enlist members of any youth organizations, such as Boy Scouts, Girl
Scouts, Boys and Girls Clubs, and others to participate.

Theme:
“What does it mean to be an American?”

Contest rules:

e All students’ entries must address the current theme.

e Essays must be typed in 12 Font, Times New Roman, and doubled spaced

e Place your name, state, and grade on the back of the entry.

6th Grade essays: 200 words or less.

7th and 8th Grade: essays 300 words or less.

9th and 10th Grade: essays 400 words or less.

11th and 12th Grade essays 500 words or less.
